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Contingency Planning
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In addition to the major risks posed by natural disaster, certain categories of
crime are on the rise and recognition of the latter fact in policy-making circles is
clearly a key imperative. Many potentially life-saving improvements to current
policy, above all, the basic infrastructure (e.g. water, electricity and gas supply)
can likely be made on an incremental basis in the years to come, as
technological advances and budgetary permit.
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Safety / Security

In response to the mounting concerns over public
safety maintenance in the event of unpredictable
large-scale disasters, the city's disaster contingent
plans are kept under constant review. Each town
retains a local front-line fire fighting contingent.
Intended to function as a command and control
hub against major disasters, Hiki Regional Fire
Headquarters is now located in the city.

Aerial medical evacuation by helicopters is practiced
regularly. Additionally, a modern community-wide
emergency wireless communication system is
operational and citizens are strongly encouraged to
participate in major annual disaster drills.
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
