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Forward-Looking Community Development

The Child Support Center conducts various activities for parents and infants
up to three years of age and provides consultation services and information
related to child rearing. Daycare centers provide services, including ordinary
childcare, temporary childcare, care for sick children, and childcare support in
the home childcare room, to support parents in rearing preschool children.

For schools, the City promotes unique education that leverages the
characteristics of each school to ensure the sound development of children
and the provision of an appropriate environment. The development of safe and
comfortable school buildings with a focus on earthquake-resistant and
barrier-free buildings and use of wooden materials has been underway.
